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Reflections on 2010; Thoughts on 2011

Despite an ongoing recession and its impacts in our corner of the world, 2010 was a
good year for our Community Foundation. Our investment strategy, under the guid-
ance of the Fremont Area Community Foundation, of "holding the course' for moderate
long-term growth and our limited exposure to risky alternative investments worked well
for us. The invested assets of the Lake County Community Foundation (LCCF)
increased 15.1% in one year, a healthy rebound which is very heartening given the
market plunge in 2008.

Our donors, while mindful about their own circumstances, continue to be very gener-
ous. Almost $173,000 in gifts were raised in 2010! Between the market rebound and
new donations, LCCF ended 2010 with over $2,633,000 in net assets.

The LCCF was able to have a significant impact on the county with its 2010 grant cycle. Over $127,000 was awarded to
fourteen different projects submitted by churches, governmental agencies, qualifying non-profit organizations, libraries,
and schools.

The LCCF Board was very pleased to have the ability of funding such projects and programs as: lighting equipment for
theatre stage productions, Lake County 4-H sports, Luther Senior Center roof, summer youth enrichment, hazardous
waste collection, school-based participatory eye clinic, preschooler notebooks, energy efficient heater at the Shrine of the
Pines, camper scholarships, Senior trips, Foster Grandparents, substance use screening and Lake County Historical
Society equipment. A few of these grants are highlighted inside this annual report. The generosity of our donors contin-
ues to make it possible for the LCCF to meet our county's need through the funding of worthy projects.

In 2010, we were pleased to announce the establishment of five new endowments: the Linda Shively Fund, the
Pathfinder Library Fund, the Baldwin Congregational Church (BCC) Fund, the Albert and Gladys Bradford Memorial
Fund, and the Irma and Franklin Cornelius, Jr., Family Scholarship Fund. The addition of these endowments brings our
endowments to 40. Only the earnings from endowment funds are granted annually. It is the Endowments at all levels,
that make the LCCF , "For Good, For Ever".

Another important accomplishment this year was an "electronic bulletin board". The LCCF sign was made possible
through the generosity of an anonymous donor and will benefit all Lake County non-profits by promoting their events.

Apart from the ballot box, philanthropy presents an opportunity for an individual to express a meaningful choice over the
direction our society will progress. An endowment with the LCCF is a hedge against anonymity; establish an endowment
to fund something that matters and you can live forever. There's no shortage of worthy ideas or projects and with the
generosity of our donors the LCCF is well equipped to help make our community and those in it better.

It's all about working together as a community to build a permanent funding institution to support people and programs
here at home. We appreciate the generosity of this community. We are grateful for the support and confidence in our
Community Foundation as we grow steadily year after year. We invite anyone who cares about the Lake County commu-
nity to consider setting up a fund to benefit a favorite cause or charitable organization with a perpetual gift. The LCCF is
here for the long-term. Our donors, the nonprofit organizations we fund, and our community can count on us.

Lake County Community Foundation has four areas of interest that it funds each year: Culture and the Arts, Education,
Environment, and Human Services. The grants we are highlighting for 2010 appear to be all about children, but, in fact,
represent three of the four categories. The complete list of grant awards given is on the previous pages, but these
particular grants were chosen to be featured this year.

Camp Idlewild

LCCF awarded a grant to Camp Idlewild
of Michigan for lighting equipment for
their production of “The Wiz” in August
of 2010.

Camp Idlewild is a six week summer
camp program that includes arts and
crafts, field trips, games, swimming and
a host of activities that continue to enrich
area young people, some of whom are
residents, some of whom come north for
the summer. This past year saw 60+
participants, ages 5 — 14.

One of the highlights of the camp is a theatrical production. The first year, they performed “The Lion King” and it was so
warmly received that in 2010 the production was “The Wiz.” ChaDorea Mack, who is active with dance, wrote an adapta-
tion of the play for the campers who delivered polished performances! All the campers were involved in one way or
another, with 18 of them having parts in the production.

This is an important summer camp program, and the entire community is invited to the end-of-summer perform-
ance...... now enhanced with lighting provided by LCCF’s grant!

Foster Grandparents

Twenty seven years ago the Newaygo County Foster Grandparent began as a pilot

program of the Muskegon County Program. It began with 10 volunteers and a part-
time staff with funding from Community Mental Health and seed money from the
Fremont Area Community Foundation.

As Becky Beets, Chair of the Program, writes, “Five years ago we applied for a
Federal Start up grant to expand into Lake County. With much competition, we did
not get the grant. But, with our current federal funding we were able to get permis-
sion to move into Lake County if we could get a local match. With funding from the
Lake County Community Foundation, our dream came true, and we were allowed to
go into Lake County with our program. In 2010/2011, we have placed four grannies
in the Baldwin Elementary School, and one in the middle/high school. Volunteering
four days a week, Monday thru Thursday, 20 hours a week, these grannies interact
with children on a one-to-one basis. Mentoring with academic skills, showing love,
giving hugs, being that grandma figure to trust and learn from, the Foster
Grandparents become a much needed asset to the classroom and all those they
touch. Although the entire classroom claims grandma as its own, two children with
the most needs are documented and progress is tracked for the school year, as

outcomes are done to measure progress accomplished by having their granny.”

A total of 60 seniors are currently serving as Foster Grandparents in Newaygo and Lake counties. The program in Lake
would definitely not be possible without the continued funding from the Lake County Community Foundation. The
grannies and the children are forever grateful.



Girls on the Run

Girls On The Run is an after school program for 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade girls that uses the power of physical activity, life
lessons, and positive mentoring to “prepare girls for a lifetime of
self-respect and healthy living.” Through interactive activities,
including walking and running, playing games, and discussing
important issues, girls learn how to celebrate being themselves and
how to avoid the “Girl Box.” The “Girl Box” is a place where girls are
valued more for their outward appearance than their character,
which often results in low self-esteem and distorted body image.

Girls On The Run focuses on teaching girls the value of having a
strong self image and not to rely on outer appearances to be happy
and gain acceptance in life. Some of the core values taught are: to
have a strong sense of identity, to give and receive support from
their group, to stand up for themselves in a healthy manner, to have
a healthy body image, and to understand the importance of their
community.

In addition, Girls On The Run offers a safe and fun alternative to after school activities. The end result of the program is
the girls competing in a 5k run, for which they have been training throughout the duration of the program. In fact, many of
the girls often become regular runners. But, all the girls gain knowledge they will need throughout their lives.

Baldwin Family Health Care

Baldwin Family Health Care (FHC) and its affiliated Baldwin Teen Health Center (Teen Health) collaborated with the
Michigan College of Optometry (MCO) at Ferris State University to develop the School-based Participatory Eye Clinic
(SPEC) within Baldwin and White Cloud Schools. The overarching goal of the SPEC is to increase access to vision care
for all underserved children and adolescents within the Baldwin and White Cloud School Districts by affording students
access to on-site comprehensive eye exams during normal school hours. According to the School-Community Health
Alliance of Michigan, of the 60 school-based and school-linked health centers in the state of Michigan, Teen Health is the
first School-Based Health Clinic to offer on-site comprehensive eye care.

The SPEC program commenced in February 2010 within Baldwin Community Schools (BCS) before serving White Cloud
schools (Newaygo County) in the fall. Over 50 students have received full eye exams since then. Nearly every student
referred within BCS was diagnosed with one or more vision problems including uncorrected refractive error, strabismus,
amblyopia, oculomotor deficiencies, accommodation disorders,

and other binocular vision problems. Roughly 70% of students

were prescribed glasses (46% were far-sighted; 35% were near-

sighted) and almost 12% were diagnosed with amblyopia (poor

vision in one eye regardless of correction).

Dr. Renée Mika, Director of the SPEC Program and Associate
Professor of Optometry at MCO, commented on the program
funded via LCCF and others, “MCO is very fortunate to have
this opportunity to further collaborate with FHC via Teen Health.
With Lake County having the highest rate of child poverty in
Michigan, a failure to receive follow-up eye care prior to grade
school can lead to a greater number of potential vision and
learning related issues in elementary school and beyond. The
generous funding of the Lake County Community Foundation,
in combination with grants from the Fremont Area Community
Foundation and The Gerber Foundation, has enabled the SPEC
program to significantly improve access to comprehensive eye
care within Lake and Newaygo Counties. We look forward to
further developing the SPEC program to serve local area
students.”



Established Endowments

Lake County Community Foundation (LCCF) endowment funds fulfill donors’ intentions. Donors’ gifts are invested For good. For ever.
Only the earnings from endowment funds are granted annually, and grants are made only to non-profits whose work aligns with
donors’ wishes.

Donors may give unrestricted gifts from which the LCCF Board will make grants for the worthiest causes each year, or donors may
create or give to an endowment that meets a specific need donors wish to fulfill. A $10,000 minimum gift is required to establish a
LCCF endowment fund. Donors may take up to five years to complete an endowment with no grants awarded from the fund until
completion.

Endowment Stories

These are a few of our endowment stories, showing reasons for creating these gifts in perpeturty....lo make a lasting
difference, fto honor someone, or fo provide a better service in Lake County. There are many reasons to consider an
endowment, but these exarmples are some fflustrations of the very personal causes fo contribule such a /asting gitt.

Fred and Susan Tiggleman

In the summer of 1946, Fred Tiggleman rented his first cabin north of Miller Point on Big Star Lake in Lake. This began a
legacy of family fun in Lake County that continues today. After several years of renting, he and his wife Katherne put in a
bid on a cottage in the Pine Grove Beach area of BSL and the cottage remains in the family. Still a focal point for family
fun and memories their four children, grandchildren and even great-grandchildren will always cherish.

Fred was a successful businessman from Grand Rapids and he used his skills to help develop the Big Star Community.
He was instrumental in creating the Big Star Lake Association and served as its presi-
dent for several years. Being a strong Christian he saw a need for a church and was
active in the building and subsequent expansion of the BSL Chapel.

Even though he was handicapped and unable to play the game of golf, he was both a
financial and moral supporter of Joe and Ruth Balulis, owners of the BSL Inn who had
a dream to build a golf course which families could enjoy in Lake County.

Supporting local business was always important to the Tigglemans. Whenever an
expansion of the cottage was planned, local contractors were used, as well as local
suppliers such as Joe Brooks for heating and plumbing and Baldwin Lumber for all
supplies. Kaye shopped locally for groceries and meat from Bradfords Meat Market.

Fred spent many an afternoon in Baldwin visiting with various merchants and busi-
ness owners from Harry the barber to Robert Smith at the bank. He was a real “peo-
ple person”.

Fred and Kaye had a great love of Lake County, its people and places. It is for these reasons the family set up and con-
tinues to fund the Fred and Kaye Tiggleman Endowment.



Strive Scholarships

The Rotary Club of Baldwin has been in existence since March 13, 1950. About five years ago, the members decided to
join other Rotary Clubs and begin a STRIVE program for Baldwin High School juniors and seniors. STRIVE — which
stands for Students Taking Renewed Interest in the Value of Education- is open to students who are not meeting their
potential academically and are recommended by a counselor, teacher or principal to have a mentor.

These Rotary mentors encourage
their students to raise their grades,
take more difficult classes, obtain
tutoring if needed, and to consider
appropriate colleges for their future.
As a group, STRIVE meets monthly,
but the mentors usually meet with
their mentees more often than that,
and keep contact through e-mail or
phone conversations. You'll often see
Rotary mentors taking their students
out to dinner!

Scholarships are awarded at the end of the academic year and are based on the amount of improvements students
make in their grade point averages. Students can also qualify for bonus pay for their summer jobs, receiving $1.00 per
hour for up to 480 hours of summer work! With these financial obligations in mind, the Rotary Club established and fund-
ed an endowed fund in 2007. That way, the annual earnings will at least partially, if not fully, fund the scholarships with-
out the Rotary having to constantly raise money for this worthwhile commitment.

PTF Endowment (Pattie-Trucks-Flory) Advised Fund

In 1940, Mary Pattie assumed ownership of Pattie Drug in Baldwin, Michigan, upon the death of her father. Three years
later, she married Ken Trucks and they had five children. Together, they not only owned and operated Pattie Drug, but
had a restaurant next door for many years: Ken’s Steak House.

Mary and Ken were very involved in their community,
and were able to help a lot of people through their
generous spirit of giving. In fact, they passed on
their example of “service above self” too all of

their children.

Their youngest daughter, Tennis, married Dennis Flory
in 1976. Dennis grew up in Bridgeport, Michigan, in

a family of seven children. His parents had also
instilled the same spirit of generosity into their chil-
dren. And, both Tennis and Dennis were pharmacists!

In1994, when the fledgling community foundation took
root in Lake County, Dennis and Tennis understood
the impact it could bring to the area’s residents.
Tennis joined the LCCF Board in1995 and served for
eight years. During that time, as Tennis says: “l saw
many worthy projects take shape. Our community has
many needs. The future needs to be addressed, so
the generated income from our endowment is for
scholarships.” Tennis also wishes to thank all those

family members and friends who have contributed to

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Bequests - A Personal Legacy of Giving

Many of us are now considering a will. We want you to know that including a charitable bequest in your will is a simple
way to make a lasting gift that benefits the community forever and becomes your personal legacy of giving.

Benefits

Making a bequest to your community foundation is an easy way to transfer assets to charity. You can decide to do it at
any age by adding to an existing will or drafting a new one. In doing so, you leave a

legacy to your community, while enjoying the assets you need to maintain your current lifestyle. Plus,

you are able to distribute some or all of your assets tax free.

You can give cash, appreciated stocks, or other assets. Some of the most tax efficient asset types given through your
estate plan come from retirement plan accounts, since heirs would be taxed on the income in respect of the decedent

(IRD). Through your will, you can choose to give a stated dollar amount, a specific property, a percentage of your estate,
the remainder after distributions to other beneficiaries, or you can make your gift contingent on certain events.

How It Works

You include the community foundation in your will as a bequest. Your attorney will recommend language.
You determine the type of fund you would like to establish or support with your gift.

When the foundation receives the bequest, we set up a special fund in your name, in the name of your
family, or in honor of any person or organization you choose.

Your charitable gift is excluded from your assets for estate tax purposes.

LCCEF, following your charitable wishes, determines the areas of community need that would be most
appropriate for grants from your gift. Our board then issues grants in the name of your fund or, if you
prefer, grants can be made anonymously.

Another alternative is to specify that your gift be placed into the Foundation’s General Unrestricted
Fund. Your gift is a permanent source of community capital, helping to do good work forever, through
future earnings from your gift.

We welcome your questions, and will be happy to discuss tailoring your bequest to meet your charitable goals.
